As
always in our programs, the dances
are presented with the social eti-
quette integral to formal events of
the time.

ethnic dance. In actuality, period
Viennese dances display many
strong links with ethnic music and
dance. The origin of the waltz itself
can be traced to the music and steps
of the peasant landler danced in the
Austrian and south German country-
side from the early 1700s. Mozart,
Beethoven and other composers
wrote many charming, if short, land-
ler-waltzes in the folk style. By the

city, Johann Strauss Sr. and his con-
temporaries began writing waltzes
with sixteen measure phrases, al-
lowing much greater scope for me-
lodic invention, and by the follow-
ing generation of dance composers
thirty-two measure phrasing was
common.

With the annexation by the Austrian
Empire of territories in Bohemia
(now the Czech Republic) and
Galicia (south Poland), it did not
take long for the Bohemian polka
and redowa, and the Polish mazur
to make their way to ballrooms of
Prague and Vienna, then St. Peters-
burg and Paris.

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St. Andrew’s Day Scottish Musical Evening and Kirkin’ O’
the Tartan - by Kimberly Anne Cambern

On November 24th the Caledonian
and St Andrew’s Society started a
new tradition for St. Andrew’s Day.
Instead of their annual St. Andrew’s
Day Dinner, the Caledonians held a
St. Andrew’s Day Scottish Musmal
Evening. 1

There were pipe |
bands, highland
dancers, Celtic mu-
sicians and many [
other performers.
About 181 people _
attended, quite a nice showing for
our very first musical event, and a
wonderful tea was provided for all,
with great sandwiches, deserts and
drinks. With a total of almost 45
entertainers, which included, Red
McWilliams “America’s Celt”; Pacific
NW Junior Pipe Band; Piper Don Sco-
bie; The Shelton Highland Dancers;
Piper’s Creek Celtic Ensemble; The
McKassons and our own Caledonian
Scottish Country Dancers, a won-
derful night of music and dance
was had by all.

The next morning, on November
25th, a Kirkin’ O’ the Tartan was
performed at the Lake City Presby-
terian Church. Pastor Barbara
Schacht officiated and Don Scobie,
musical director, provided the pip-
ing. The Kirkin’ O’ the Tartan has a
long history among Scots. A Kirk is
a Scottish word for Church and a

Both the bands of the Empire’s
troops as well as traveling dancing
masters disseminated these catchy
new melodies and steps, along with
tunes and rhythms from the Tyrol,
Hungary, Moravia (now Slovakia),
Transylvania (now in Romania),
Carniola (now Slovenia), Croatia,
north Italy and all the regions that
were part of the Austrian Empire at
its fullest extent. By mid-century,
composers of dance and popular
music then living in Vienna had an
enormous ethnic wellspring of in-
spiration to draw on; the Strauss
brothers and their peers adapted,
polished, extended and reinvented
melodies, themes, and rhythms

Tartan is the traditional pattern of
unevenly spaced stripes crossing at
right angles woven into a woolen
fabric that distinguishes the various
Scottish Clans. Thus, the Kirkin' o'
the Tartans is the traditional bless-

ing of the
tartans by
4 the Clergy.

Following
the failure
of the Jaco-
bite Rebel-
lion of 1745 when the English at
Culloden defeated the Jacobites, the
Disarming Act of 1746 forbade the
Scots from wearing their tartans.
The traditional Clan System, with its
representative tartans, was declared
forbidden as troops loyal to the
Duke of Cumberland and the House
of Hanover ravaged the Scottish
Highlands, searching out Jacobite
supporters.

the Highlanders [
hid swatches of

tartan fabric |
among their
clothing  when|

they went to
church, and at a
predetermined
time, they se- :
cretly touched their tartan material
during the worship service.

from all over the Empire, weaving
them into the fabric of their operet-
tas and dances. In especial, Vien-
nese dances of this time regularly
exploded into wildly popular crazes
that swept through ballrooms
around the globe. It is in large part
due to this amazing musical pot-
pourri of influences literally ‘in the
air’ of mid-19® century Vienna that
the Strauss brothers were able to
create their brilliant constellation of
dances displaying such invention
and charm of melodic line spiced
with a fascinating, constantly chang-
ing variety of tempi, and that are as
appealing today both to listen and
dance to as when they were first
composed.

With the coming of the 18th Cen-
tury, many of these Scots faced the
Highland Clearances. Thousands of
Highland tenant farmers were
forced into becoming pioneers in
the New World as their former aris-
tocratic lords drove them off their
land, so that they could conduct
the much more profitable business
of raising sheep. The Highlander,
losing many of these traditions,
became a victim of the Industrial
Revolution.

The Kirkin’ O' Tartans was revived
during WWII by Reverend Peter
Marshall, then the Chaplain of the
U.S. Senate. To encourage Scottish
Americans to sign up to fight on
behalf of Great Britain, Peter Mar-
shall recreated the Kirkin’ o’ the
Tartans ceremony in 1943 to try to
instill pride among Scottish Ameri-
cans in their Scottish homeland.
The Kirkin' o' the Tartans cere-
mony was then held in Pres-
byterian churches across the
USA. Today, the Kirkin’ o’
the Tartans is not limited to
Presbyterian Churches, but
can be observed in other
Protestant and Roman
Catholic services where the
ceremony is a great social
occasion for people of Scot-
tish origin to congregate and
worship God.

The Evening in Old Vienna will pre-
sent mazurkas and polkas strongly
influenced by Bohemian, Polish and
Hungarian musical motifs, steps
and styling, as well as waltzes influ-
enced by the Austrian village land-
ler tradition.

After months of planning and coor-
dinating, EHC presented the 23rd
Annual Naturalization Ceremony
at Seattle Center. Over 500 people,
from more than 80 countries were
sworn in as new citizens of the
United States of America. The cere-
mony included speeches by U.S.
Representative Jim McDermott, and
Washington Secretary of State Sam
Reed, with Seattle City Mayor Greg-
ory J. Nickels as Master of Ceremo-
nies. The Congratulatory speech
was delivered by Washington State
Governor, 1997-2005, Gary Locke.
Navy Band Northwest performed
festive selections prior to the cere-
mony and during the ceremony,
Native American Storyteller Gene
Tagaban presented a sacred story,
accompanied by musician Swil
Kanim, plus the Total Experience
Gospel Choir, with director Pat
Wright performed moving
songs. The Children of the World
(over 15 children from our local
ethnic communities) led the new
citizens in reciting the Pledge of
Allegiance for their first time. Each
year, the Ethnic Heritage Council
honors a naturalized citizen who
has made outstanding contribution

ethnic heritage. Congressman Jim
McDermott presented the 2007
“Spirit of Liberty Award” to Ramesh
Gangolli, of the East Indian Commu-
nity. He is currently Professor Emeri-
tus of Mathematics and Adjunct Pro-
fessor of Music at the University of
Washington.
