A native of Bahia, Brazil, Eduardo 
Mendonça traces his lineage to a 
royal African family bearing the he-
reditary title of Mama Beka 
("prophet of the royal court"), as 
documented by the Instituto 
Geográfico e Histórico da Bahia.  
Brazilian music and dance are life-
long passions, and his work in both 
his native Brazil and now the United 
States reflect his commitment to 
sharing his culture far and wide. 
 

Growing up in a low-income district 
of Salvador, Bahia’s capital and Bra-

zil’s third 
largest 
city, 
home to 
the larg-
est black 
popula-
tion out-
side of 
Africa, 
Mendonça was among 22 high 
school students chosen by the 
Brazilian government to represent 
Bahian culture.  The Brazilian gov-
ernment sent them to share the 
indigenous arts and culture of 
Bahia at fairs, conventions and 
other performance venues 
throughout Brazil and beyond.  
Mendonça earned his Masters in

The LEGO® Statue of Liberty, created 
by Dan Parker, LEGO® Certified Pro-
fessional artist in 1999, stands 9’ 
with the pedestal.  An estimated 
30,000 pieces went into building 
Lady Liberty, including her pedes-
tal.   
 

She will be on display for the 4th of 
July in the Center House at Seattle 
Center. Take a close look and note 
even her crown and torch are lit up! 
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Located on a 
12 acre is-
land, the 
Statue of 
L i b e r t y 
Enlightening 
the World 
was a gift of 
f r i e n d s h i p 
from the peo-
ple of France 

to the people of the United States and is 
a universal symbol of freedom and de-
mocracy. The Statue of Liberty was dedi-
cated on October 28, 1886, designated as 
a National Monument in 1924 and re-
stored for her centennial on July 4, 1986. 
 

The Statue was a joint effort between 
America and France and it was agreed 
upon that the American people were to 
build the pedestal, and the French peo-
ple were responsible for the Statue and 
its assembly here in the United States. 
 

The French sculptor Frederic Auguste 
Bartholdi intended to have the statue 
complete in commemoration of the 
American Declaration of Independence.  
However, the statue was completed in 
France, July 1884, traveled by ship, and 
arrived at New York Harbor in June of 
1885.  The 350 individual pieces were 
reassembled in 4 months.  She was the 
centennial gift, 10 years late! 
 

President Grover Cleveland officially ac-
cepted the statue on behalf of the United 
States, as gift from France, in a dedica-
tion ceremony on October 28, 1886.   

The Statue of Liberty Enlightening the World 
In part of the acceptance state-
ment, Cleveland said “We will 
not forget that Liberty here 
made her home; nor shall her 
chosen altar be neglected”. 
 

… did you know? 
 

The original name for the Statue 
was “Liberty Enlightening the 
World”. 
 

The Statue of Liberty was the 
largest 19th Century structure in 
the United States. 
 

The Statue was designated a Na-
tional Monument on October 15, 
1924. 
 

It is said that the seven spikes in 
the crown represent either the 
seven seas (Arctic, Antarctic, 
North and South Atlantic, North 
and South Pacific, Indian) or the 
seven continents (North and 
South America, Europe, Asia, Af-
rica, Antarctica, Australia). The 
twenty-five windows in the crown 
represent the “natural minerals” 
of the earth. The toga represents 
the Ancient Republic of Rome, 
the torch represents enlighten-
ment, and the chains underfoot 
represent Liberty (freedom) 
crushing the chains of slavery. 
 

There are 354 steps (22 stories) 
up to the crown of the statue and 
192 steps from the ground up to 
the top of the pedestal.  Total 
height is 305’1” (ground to tip of 
torch).

Mendonça and his wife, Ana Paula, are the first members of their fami-
lies to immigrate to the United States, deciding to make Seattle their 
permanent home.  Seattle, he says, is a place he felt respected and sup-
ported and where the cultural diversity he represents is highly valued.  
As an artist-educator, he made it his mission to contribute to his new 
country by bringing Brazil to the Pacific Northwest through the cul-
tural expressions of music and dance.  He sought and gained citizen-
ship in 2004. 
 

Currently, Mendonça teaches workshops and performs with Show Bra-
zil!, a festive, high-energy group in demand at local festivals and 
schools, including Seattle’s beloved and ever-popular music festivals, 
Folklife and Bumbershoot.  He was recently appointed to the Arts Advi-
sory Committee of King County, 4 Culture, and is a voting member of 
the Recording Academy, which presents the Grammys and Latin Gram-
mys.  
 

In addition to his work as an art-
ist and educator, Mendonça is a 
proud father.  His youngest son, 
Marcos, was born in Seattle in 
1996, and his daughter Bianca 
attends the University of Wash-
ington – and they’re also terrific 
performers!  His 17- year-old son 
Eduardo Almeida Mendonça cur-
rently attends high school and is 
studying music in Brazil.  
 

As a performer and educator, 
Mendonça’s contribution is in-
valuable to our community and 
youth.  "I believe the arts are an 
important tool in education," he 
says.  "Exposure to art forms 
from different cultures fosters respect and builds a community in 
which difference is valued."  
 

With his infectious smile and boundless energy, his willingness to 
share his culture and its music with so many, and his deep commit-
ment to enriching the lives of everyone he meets, Eduardo Mendonça 
embodies the true spirit of this award.
